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The parties, through counsel, have filed a stipulation which
settles all matters at issue in this discrimnation proceedi ng.

At the center of the settlement is an agreenment by the
respondent to pay a sumof noney to conplainant in return for
whi ch conpl ai nant agrees not to seek enpl oynment wth respondent
or its subsidiaries or divisions, and in which conpl ai nant agrees
to withdraw his conplaint and to rel ease respondent from any and
all clains.

The parties further stipulate that respondent admits no
violation of the Federal Mne Safety Act or any other |law, state
or federal, in term nating conplainant's enpl oynment.

I conclude that the proposed settlement should be approved
in all respects. Respondent shall therefore pay to conpl ai nant,
wi th di spatch, the noni es agreed upon, whereupon all other
provi sions of the settlement shall be deened in effect, and this
proceedi ng shall be dism ssed with prejudice.
