Mat her conveyor) extending for approximtely 2,200 feet.

The Solicitor asserts in justification of the proposed
reduction that gravity was somewhat |ess than originally
assessed. He represents that the mine is a wet mne and that
al t hough the belt entry was generally dry, the coal packed around
the rollers was danp and the area around the rollers was wet. The
Solicitor asserts operator was highly negligent.

In Iight of the foregoing, | accept the Solicitor's
representati ons and hereby APPROVE the proposed settlenent which
is a substantial anount.

ORDER

The operator is hereby ORDERED to pay $1,250 within 30 days
of the date of this decision.
