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This case is before me upon a petition for assessment of a
civil penalty under Section 105(d) of the Federal Mne Safety and
Heal th Act of 1977 (the Act). On the record at the hearing on
Sept enber 18, 1986, at Nashville, Tennessee, the parties jointly
nmoved for approval of a settlenment agreenment and dismissal of the
case. The violation in this case was originally assessed at $478
and the respondent has agreed to remt the full amount in
instal |l nents of $150, commencing on COctober 1, 1986, with a
second $150 installnent on Novenmber 1, 1986, a third on Decenber
1, 1986, and a final paynent of $28 on January 1, 1987.

I have considered the representati ons and docunentati on
submtted in this case, and | conclude that the proffered
settlenent is appropriate under the criteria set forth in Section
110(i) of the Act.

WHEREFORE, the notion for approval of a settlenment is
GRANTED, and it is ORDERED that respondent pay a penalty of $478
as set out above. Upon paynment in full, this proceeding is
DI SM SSED.
