Petitioner's Motion to Wthdraw civil penalty was filed with
t he Conm ssion on Novenber 3, 1986. To date respondent has not
responded to this notion.

Petitioner in its notion, has alleged, in essence, that the
circunstances of the two citations in this case are
i ndi stinguishable from prior adverse decisions to peritioner. The
citations in this case, cite, in essence, allegations that
battery Iids were not secured on batteries on a scoop.

It appears that the issue here was deci ded adverse to
petitioner in prior proceedings involving the same parti es,
Secretary v. U S. Steel, 6 FMSHRC 1617 (1984) (ALJ); Secretary v.
US. Steel, 6 FVMBHRC 1510 (1984) (ALJ); Secretary v. U S Steel 6
FMBHRC 155 (1984) (ALJ).

Accordingly, as the above decisions are Res Judicata (See
Secretary v. U S. Steel 5 FVMSHRC 1334 (1983)), the Mtion to
Wthdraw Civil Penalty is GRANTED. Citations Nunbers 2683479 and
2683654 are VACATED, and this case is DI SM SSED.
