It
i s UFRTHER ORDERED t hat the penalties proposed in the Assessment
Order attached as Exhibit Ato the petition in the total anount
of $750 are inposed as the final order of the Commssion. IT IS
FURTHER ORDERED t hat Respondent shall pay such penalties in the
amount of $750 within 30 days of the date of this order
