At the commrencenent of hearing in this matter in Al buquer-
que, New Mexico, on Septenber 9, 1992, the parties announced
their acconplishnent of a settlement covering the three enforce-
ment docunents (citation and two wi thdrawal orders) involved.

The agreenent reached was consi dered and approved from the bench
on the record (T. 8) and such is here AFFIRMED. The settl enent
called for the withdrawal of Section 104(d)(1) Citation No.
3448924 and the nodification of Section 104(d)(1) Wthdrawal
Order No. 3446523 froman Order to a 104(d)1) Citation. Wth-
drawal Order No. 3448925, al so issued under the authority of
Section 104(d)(1) of the Act was not nodified. Thus, with the
nodi fication of Order No. 3446523 to a 104(d)(1) Citation, such
enforcenent docunent becane the underlying Citation for 104(d) (1)
Order No. 3448925 in the 104(d) chain. Petitioner agreed that
appropriate penalties for Citation No. 3446523 and Order No.
3448925 were $18,500 and $13,500, respectively, and Respondent
agreed to the payment of such as part of the settlenent.

104(d) (1) Citation.

3. Section 104(d)(1) Wthdrawal Order No. 3448925 is
AFFI RMVED.

4, Respondent, if it has not previously done so, SHALL,
within 30 days fromthe date of issuance hereof, PAY to the
Secretary of Labor the total sum of $31,500 as and for the civil
penal ti es here assessed.
