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ORDER OF DI SM SSAL

The Secretary has noved to disnmiss the part of these cases
remanded by Order of February 2, 1993, on the ground that the
remanded citations are now nmoot. The civil penalties were
recal cul ated, not contested by the operator, and therefore becane
a final order of the Conmi ssion under 29 C F.R 0O 2700. 27.

The deci sion of June 22, 1992, disposing of the citations
not remanded to the Secretary stands.

Al'l citations thus being disposed of, it is ORDERED that the
nmotion to disnmiss is GRANTED and t hese cases are DI SM SSED.
