This is an action for civil penalties under O 110(c) of the
Federal M ne Safety and Health Act of 1977, 30 U . S.C. 0O 801
et seq. The case was called to hearing at Logan, West Virginia,
on July 6, 1994, pursuant to a Notice of Hearing served upon the
parties.

Based upon the evidence, a bench decision was
entered finding Respondent in default, finding facts as to each
of the alleged violations, entering conclusions of |aw and
findi ng Respondent in violation as charged, and assessing civi
penal ti es based upon the criteria for civil penalties in O 110(i)
of the Act.

WHEREFORE | T | S ORDERED that, within 30 days of the date of
thi s decision, Respondent shall pay civil penalties of $1,000.00
for the violations found in the bench decision on July 6, 1994,
