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DUVAL CORPORATION
ORDER
The petition for discretionary review is dismissed.
Section 113(d)(2)(A)(i) requires that a Petition for discretionary
review be filed and served within 30 days after the issuance of the
judge's decision. 1/ Commission Rule 5(d), 29 CFR [2700.5(d) (1979),
states that "filing of a petition for discretionary review is
effective only upon receipt.” The petition for discretionary review
was received by the Commission on April 4, 1980, more than thirty days
after the issuance of the judge's decision.

Accordingly, the petition is dismissed as untimely filed. 2/
