ORDER OF DI SM SSAL

These consol i dated contests were schedul ed for hearing in
Tanpa, Florida, February 3, 1981. However, the hearing was
continued to afford respondent MSHA an opportunity to furnish
additional information concerning certain enforcenent actions
t aken agai nst an i ndependent contractor who all egedly was
responsi ble for the violations which pronpted the filing of these
contests by the contestant. This additional information has been
filed by MSHA and it reflects that the i ndependent contractor has
paid the full assessnent for two of the citations which it did
not contest, and the remaining citation was not assessed because
MSHA is of the view that the alleged violation did not involve a
mandat ory standard. Further, MSHA asserts that it considers the
contractor who has paid the assessnments in question to be solely
liable and responsible for the violations and it seeks no further
action or sanctions against the contestant.

In view of the foregoing, and in light of a full disclosure
of all of the circunmstances presented in these proceedings,
MSHA' s notion to dism ss these contests is GRANTED, and they are
DI SM SSED.
