The Solicitor has filed a Mdtion for Decision and O der
Approving Settlenent in the above-referenced case. At issue are
two violations, originally assessed at $42 each. Settlenment is
proposed in the original penalty anmpunts.

Citation No. 2274227 was issued for violation of 30 CF. R O
77.208A, in that there were stunbling hazards present on the top
of the silo. The Solicitor represents that negligence and gravity
were noderate. Steel ropes, wooden cap bl ocks, power cables and
nmetal created both falling and tripping hazards in the area. The
Solicitor maintains that full paynment of the $42 penalty is
appropri ate.

Citation No. 2274228 was issued for violation of 30 CF. R O
77.200, when two openings in the top of the silo floor measuring
6 x 9 were found. The Solicitor asserts that this opening |eft
unguarded posed a free fall hazard of approximately thirty feet.
The Solicitor represents that negligence and gravity were
noderate and that accordingly, full paynent of the $42 penalty is
proper.

The Solicitor further represents that the operator is small
with an excellent history of prior violations.

| accept the Solicitor's representations and find the
proposed settlenents in accord with the policies and purposes of
the Act. The settlenments are therefore APPROVED.
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CORDER

The operator is hereby ORDERED to pay $84 within 30 days
fromthe date of this decision.
